Screen issue

If the power is cut off while changing the picture file, E-Paper will continue to display the screen
shown at the moment of the power cut until the power is restored. Connect the chargerand try
changing the picture file again.

As a characteristic of E-Paper, burn-in may occur. This is not covered under warranty.

Repeatedly displaying the same image (such as fixed text, patterns, or logos) may accelerate
burn-in.

Allow about 5 minutes for the screen to stabilize after changing the image.

The screen flickers.

Changing the display picture will take some time. Screen flickering during changing the picture
is a characteristic of E-Paper which is normal.

The E-paper automatically refreshes the screen to optimize the screen.
